Learn the Promise
The girls learned the Girl Scout promise and earned their center blue patch. This is pretty easy. 
 
Honest & Fair
We started out our meeting by passing out baggies of goldfish to the girls for snack. However, one girl received a big bag of goldfish, while the girl next to her received a bag with a single goldfish in it. We talked about being fair and honest. Then we asked how the girls could solve this problem. They decided the girl with a lot of goldfish could share with the girl next to her that only had one goldfish. We then make a black and white necklace. We talked about the saying black and white and how things are right or wrong. We only had enough beads for the girls to take five white and five black. We told them if they took more than another girl wouldn't get enough and it wouldn't be honest and fair. 
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Friendly & Helpful
We had the girls make these lanyards. You need two girls... one to hold the end and the other to twist. I tried to demonstrate doing it on my own and how it didn't work. This was a helpful craft. Also, the girls made little helpful coupons to use around the house. 
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Considerate & Caring
We had the girls make thumbprint cards to give to people that they care about. They also made ornaments to put on a Christmas Tree that was donated to and assisted living home. 
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Responsible for What I Say & Do
We talked about the girls being responsible for what they say and do. We also talked about nice words to use. We made this CD on a plate so the girls could look in the mirror to see if they liked to hear what they were saying. The girls could decorate the plates with nice words. 
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Be a Sister to Every Girl Scout
We had an older Girl Scout Troop come in and talk to the girls about what older Girl Scouts do. They girls also taught the Daisies some camp songs. Then they made bracelets with colors that represented the petals or the Girl Scout Law. I may still have some of these beads... I will have to check. 
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Courageous and Strong
We had a bunch or different foods for the girls to be strong and courageous to try. I wasn't at the meeting, so I don't remember all the items, but it was things like star fruit, chocolate covered prunes and other unusual food items. 
 
Respect Authority
We had the schools Police Officer come in and talk about general safety, fire safety and when to use 911. We also made daisy magnets out of sculpey clay that we took home, baked, glued a magnet on and gave to the girls at the last meeting. 
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Use Resources Wisely
We talked about how much water we use taking a shower and watering the lawn. We taught the girls to turn off the faucet when brushing their teeth. We also talked about throwing trash away properly. We had a big sheet with plastic fish and animals, mocking the ocean. Then we put all sorts of garbage in there too and had the girls go and clean up all the trash. We made an 
ocean in a bottle craft out of recycled water bottles, water, blue food coloring, oil and a little orange foam fish. 
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Respect Myself and Others
We had the school nurse come in and talk about personal health, including eating healthy and taking care of your body with things like exercise. The girls made a picture frame of themselves to remind themselves to respect themselves. 
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Make the World a Better Place
The girls potted plants and decorated them outside, then put a name tag on them. The plants were delivered to a homeless shelter. We talked about how there are people, right in our communities that don't have a home or food to eat. 
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
